Missing a concert is like missing a test in a core class. Therefore, it is important that you make up your work (as long as you have an EXCUSED absence) for your class grade. 


Please select TWO pieces from our last concert. You will write a 2-3 page paper about the history of these songs and some of your own thoughts about the pieces.

Format: Size 12 TIMES NEW ROMAN font, double-spaced, standard margins, no pictures!

Things to include in your paper (these are suggestions, not requirements)

· Biographical information about the COMPOSER or ARRANGER (personal life, musical background, style, etc.)
· When the piece was written originally
· How the piece got famous (particular performer, word of mouth?)
· What was going on in the world at that time? (depression, war, etc.)
· Why the song was famous (good tune, lyrics)
· What the song is about
· Explain some parts with which the choir (or you) struggled and how we fixed the musical problem
· Do you like performing this song? Why or why not?
· Your favorite parts of the piece?
PLEASE NOTE!


I DO, in fact, check for plagiarism. If you use someone else’s work without citing, I will find out and your grade will be an automatic ZERO. Re-word everything you read from the internet or other sources!
